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The Reference Database 

The national conference on “Culturally Informed Evidence-Based Practices: Translating Research and Policy for the Real World” was held on March 13 and 14, 2008 in Bethesda, Maryland. About 200 participants attended the conference including researchers, care providers, federal funders, policy makers, and consumers. The purpose of the conference was to inform and stimulate interest and activity in generating research and evaluation efforts in the development of evidence-based practices for ethnic minority populations. 
Five themes were highlighted during the conference: 
1) Are we asking the right questions?; 
2) Do adaptations work and how are we limited by them?; 
3) What are proper assessments and how do we match treatment with diagnosis?;

4) How do we best capture and investigate interventions that were created from the ground up?; and

5) Is policy jumping the gun? What are the consequences of establishing policy without evidence of effectiveness with ethnic minority populations?  
The conference served as a venue to explore these questions, re-consider the current strategies of generating evidence, and present new research and treatment models. CMHS has placed high priority on developing and implementing culturally competent practices in mental health care so the major issues addressed in this conference clearly can inform and assist CMHS in these efforts. 

This reference database is a result of the national conference and includes a compilation of references of journal articles and book chapters that address issues related to culturally informed evidence-based practices.  The document contains a list of references which are further divided into three sections: 1) Culturally Competent Practices, 2) Culturally Adapted Interventions, and 3) Evidence-Based Practices.  This outline of material can be used by service providers, researchers, government staff, policy makers, as well as consumers.
